DIABETES AWARENESS REPORT by PDG Tom Smarsh, Chairperson:
“MD19 Lions Diabetes Newsletter January, 2021
Everyone needs to be careful to avoid the coronavirus that causes COVID-19. If you have type 1 or type 2
diabetes, you should be even more cautious.

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Your risk of catching the virus isn't higher than anyone else's. But you could have worse complications if you do
get sick. That's especially true if your diabetes isn't well-controlled.

To reduce your chance of getting infected:

o Keep your distance from other people.

¢ Use good hygiene.

o Keep your blood sugar under control.

Have a plan in place in case you get sick.

Diabetes and Coronavirus

Early studies have shown that about 25% of people who went to the hospital with severe COVID-19
infections had diabetes. Those with diabetes were more likely to have serious complications and to die from
the virus. One reason is that high blood sugar weakens the immune system and makes it less able to fight off
infections. Your risk of severe coronavirus infection is even higher if you also have another condition, like
heart or lung disease. If you do get COVID-19, the infection could put you at greater risk for diabetes
complications like diabetic ketoacidosis (DKA). DKA happens when high levels of acids called ketones build
up in your blood. It can be very serious.

Some people who catch the new coronavirus have a dangerous body-wide response to it, called sepsis. To
treat sepsis, doctors need to manage your body's fluid and electrolyte levels. DKA causes you to lose
electrolytes, which can make sepsis harder to control.

Tips to Avoid Infection

The best way to avoid getting sick is to stay home as much as you can. Under the Americans With
Disabilities Act, people with diabetes have the right to ‘reasonable accommodations at work.” That includes
the right to work from home or take sick leave when you need it.

While the vaccines are here, it is not known when they will be widely available. In the meantime, if you have
to go out, keep at least six feet away from other people, and wear a face mask. Wash your hands or use
hand sanitizer often while you’re out and when you get home. Also wash your hands before you give yourself
a finger stick or insulin shot. Clean each site first with soap and water or rubbing alcohol.

To protect you, everyone in your house should wash their hands often, especially before they cook for the
family. Don't share any utensils or other personal items. And if anyone in your house is sick, they should stay
in their own room, as far as possible from you. They should wear a cloth face mask when you have to be in
the same room.

Your COVID-19 Diabetes Plan

Social distancing and shelter-in-place rules may make it harder to get the supplies you need. Stock up on
enough goods to last you for a couple of weeks, in case you get quarantined.

Make sure you have:

¢ Enough food, especially healthy carbs like whole-wheat crackers, vegetable or noodle soups, and
unsweetened applesauce

Simple carbs like honey, sugar-sweetened soda, fruit juice, or hard candies in case your blood sugar dips
The maximum number of refills you can get of your insulin and other medications

Extra glucagon and ketone strips

Phone numbers for your doctors and health insurance company

Medicare and some private insurance companies now cover the cost of telehealth visits. So if you have
questions for your doctor, you can ask by video chat or phone instead of going into the office.

When you talk to your doctor, ask:

e How often to check your blood sugar and ketones?

e How to adjust your diabetes medicines if you're sick

e What cold and flu remedies are safe for you to take

What to Do if You Get Sick

If you start feeling sick, stay home. Check your blood sugar more often than usual. COVID-19 can reduce
your appetite and cause you to eat less, which could affect your levels. You also need more fluids than usual
when you're sick. Keep water close by, and drink it often.
Some over-the-counter medicines that relieve virus symptoms like fever or cough can affect your blood sugar
levels. High doses of aspirin or ibuprofen can lower blood sugar levels. Acetaminophen can cause falsely
high readings on a continuous glucose monitor. Many liquid cough and cold medicines are high in sugar,
which can raise your blood sugar levels. Before you take them, check with your doctor or diabetes team. Tell
your doctor if you've taken them and your blood sugars are out of control.
Call your doctor if you get coronavirus-like symptoms such as a dry cough, fever, or shortness of breath. Have
your most recent blood sugar and ketone readings available to share with your doctor.
Get medical help right away if you have:

e Moderate or large ketones

o DKA symptoms like tiredness, weakness, body aches, vomiting, or belly pain

e Severe shortness of breath

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VCC John Moralek secured funds for 30 scholarships through the MD19 Foundation and starting in 2021,
VCC John Moralek, Past Leo Chairperson Barry Shiles and myself will be working on a scholarship
application form to be circulated to Leos and Leo clubs. Once the application is developed and previewed by
the three committee members, they will be distributed.

A $300 US scholarship will be awarded to 30 Leos to attend the 2021 fourth annual US/Canada Leo
Leadership forum, taking place in Calgary Canada July 21 — 25. We have hopes that every available Leo
takes advantage of this opportunity. If this forum goes virtual, the scholarships will roll over to next year and
will again be available through an updated form.

The June International Leos convention in Montreal Canada has been redirected as a virtual meeting rather
than an in-person event. All Leos can attend virtually for only $30 USD. | have sent memos to all District
Governors in the hope that they will send the information to their respective Leo clubs so we have many Leos
from MD19 attend. Leo advisors are able to attend as well at a slightly higher cost. Well worth the time and
cost. Please encourage attendance.”

LCIF - BC by PDG Cec Specht, Chairperson:
“The District Coordinators and myself hold monthly roundtables and attend the monthly CA Il (west)
meetings.

A training and information session facilitated by the Area/ National leaders and myself was given in late
November with 12 attending including District Coordinators, District Governors and Zone Chairpersons.

In general, the donations to LCIF continue to be lower this year than this time last year but | am confident we
will slowly grow our contribution. We are continuing to encourage individual Lions to make LCIF one of their
Charities of Choice now that Canadians can receive a tax receipt for their donation.”

STRATEGIC PLANNING REPORT by PCC John Kirry, Chairperson:
“Strategic planning is challenging, especially in the midst of the Covid19 pandemic, which has limited in-
person interactions and increased the use of virtual meetings. Yet, whether accomplished in-person or
virtually, strategic planning helps our organization develop a vision and refocus our goals and objectives.

Never one to shy away from the tough topics, Council Chairperson Al Hedstrom initially asked the committee
to explore the controversial subject of redistricting within our Multiple District. | say initially, because our
committee spent the better part of three lengthy Zoom meetings discussing the impact of redistricting and
getting input and feedback from our eleven members who represent a leadership cross-section of MD19.

And while redistricting is still a significant concern, our committee agrees that another topic has evolved in
our conversation that has far more impact and consequence: LEADERSHIP.

We agree that leadership, as elusive yet all-encompassing as that single word is, it's where our focus should
be. And we are also in agreement that whatever proposed initiatives, policies or procedures that result from
our discussions and recommendations to the Council of Governors’, be in the form of a forward-looking three-
year plan.”

MD19 FOUNDATION REPORTS

BC LIONS SOCIETY REPORT by Lisa Beck, President and CEO:
“Easter Seals Virtual Camps
In 2020 we were unable to run our regular Summer Camps due to the pandemic, however we were able to
successfully create and deliver a virtual camp, Camp@Home. Through interactive, fun and social online
activities and programs, campers of all ages and diverse abilities learn with trained counselors through
role-playing game adventures, crafts, drawing, cooking and more. This program has been an outstanding
success. The feedback from participants and parents was so great that we are continuing to offer online
classes and social events throughout the fall, winter and spring.
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We are now planning for our Spring Break Virtual Camp and registration is now open. We have committed
to provide these online camps, classes, social events and themed events throughout the year, to continue
to provide social connections and learning for campers while also providing respite for parents and
caregivers.

Through the unfortunate situation the pandemic has brought us, we have realized a new and
valuable programming stream that addresses socialization and isolation for the children, youth and
adults with diverse abilities that we serve.

Easter Seals Summer Camps

Our hope is to operate all three of our locations, Camp Winfield, Camp Squamish and Camp Shawnigan
in person this summer, depending, of course, on what the Provincial Health Order will deem allowable.
Our plans may have to once again pivot to an online format, but our planning is full steam ahead until we
receive confirmation.

A summer camp tradition for over 50 years, BC Lions Society offers one of the best nature-based, outdoor
summer camps for children, youth and adults (to age 49) with diverse abilities. It is a place where campers
can explore and develop their abilities in a safe, warm, fun and supportive environment. A place they can
just be themselves. A wide range of programs are offered during the five-night program including
swimming, sports and games, arts and crafts, canoeing, big swing rides, trampolines, camp fires, life skills
and so much more.

Our summer camps have a 3:1 camper to staff ratio to ensure our campers are well looked after
during their stay with us. We have a well-equipped health facility at each Camp that is staffed by
registered nurses.

Funding support is needed to help us deliver camps whether in person or online.

Capital Campaign — Camp Shawnigan

Planning for our Capital Campaign for the redevelopment of Camp Shawnigan is underway. Plans are in
the works to replace the existing Camp Shawnigan infrastructure and redevelop it into a carefully designed
and fully accessible camp and community space.

The plans will include fully accessible cabins to be used for our camp programming and private vacation,
conferences and rentals outside of our camp/programming seasons. Fully accessible community facilities
include a dining hall, outdoor amphitheater and program and recreational spaces. These facilities will be
able to be used for public rentals for corporate retreats, special events, family reunions, weddings and
community gatherings. Fully accessible additional amenities will include swimming beaches, docks, a pool,
sports and recreation amenities, to name a few.

Easter Seals House

Families of children and adults with diverse abilities often require a number of services to enhance the
health, well-being and life quality of their child and family. Respite care is one such service. Most families
with children need help from time to time to care for their children while they take care of household
chores, go to appointments, or to just take a break for their own self-care. To help these families, we’re
happy to announce that Easter Seals House will be open for respite stays during this time of the COVID
pandemic. We understand the enormous challenges the COVID pandemic has put on families that have
someone with diverse abilities in their household, and so, during this time, we are opening up our suites to
families who are looking for, and needing, a night of respite.

For $68/night, they will have their own private studio apartment that includes a kitchenette, two twin beds
(or combine to a King bed), full bathroom and WIFI. They will also have access to laundry facilities, and
the option of underground, secured parking for $10/night. All COVID health and safety protocols are in
place at Easter Seals House, so everyone can feel safe and welcome during their stay.

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Easter Seals House is a home-away-from-home for families and adults who travel from out of town
to Vancouver for medical treatment. Located just minutes from hospitals, it is a lifeline for thousands
of families throughout BC and Yukon to help relieve them of the stress and financial burden of
finding somewhere to stay in an expensive, and unfamiliar city.

Compass Program

In February, we are proudly launching the Compass Program. Delivered this spring online, the program
aims to help young adults with diverse abilities live as independent, empowered adults, by giving them the
tools and skills to be substantially more prepared for school/work, independent living and a successful
transition to adulthood. Some of the many items that will be covered in this program are education options
and funding, employment skills and traits, health and wellness maintenance, housing needs and personal
life strategies.

This 16-week program begins February 8t and is targeted towards youth aged 17-25 with diverse
abilities who are aging out of child supported programs. The program is designed to cultivate skills and
foster courage, confidence and independence.

Parent Program

We have created a virtual program for parents of individuals with diverse abilities to get together and talk,
parent to parent. With many programs and services being cancelled in local communities during the
pandemic, this is a new way for parents to connect. Topics will range from the challenges of dealing with
COVID-19, isolation in homes, programs and strategies that are working, and other issues of importance
that families bring to light. This online platform program is parent led and moderated by Easter Seals staff.
Registration is now open.

in 1969.

Despite that, we do have some encouraging news. Both the Northwest Lions Foundation and SightLife (our
eye bank) have survived the challenges of the COVID19 Pandemic. A quick update of both.

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The Pandemic has muted much of activities for all our clubs during this last year. School and public
events have cancelled almost all our Health Screening Units activities. On the bright side, we were able to
move our Large Heath Screening unit from Longview to Wenatchee. Our new driver Skip Laney is on
board and ready to screen in 2021.

The one Northwest Lions Program that was active in 2020 was our Hearing Aid program for low income
patients. We operate that program in partnership with local MD19 Lions Clubs. | am pleased to report that
we have given the gift of hearing to 225 low-income patients. | need to thank our partner Lions Clubs,
Starkey Hearing, our Aid provider, and dozens of hearing care professionals in our Multiple District for
their support.

As Chairperson of the Board for both The Northwest Lions Foundation and SightLife it was more than a
challenging time. Corneal Transplant surgery is considered an elective procedure in most hospitals. For
the better part of 2020, that basically shut down much of our operations everywhere.

Because SightLife is one of the largest eye banks in the country, we did have many emergency
placements. This was a fraction of what our normal volume would be. Due to some outstanding
leadership actions in acquiring some Federal Stimulus Grants, plus some very austere cost
cutting were able to continue with limited operations.

We are still evaluating the effect of COVID to the Eye Bank Industry. It does not look good. Because of
our volume, we may be one the few strong Eye Banks that survives.

As always, we Lions have been through many hard times in our history as one of the largest service clubs
on the planet. As we pull together for 2021 and beyond, | want to thank you for your continued support,
especially in your outstanding efforts in White Cane Day fundraising for the Northwest Lions Foundation.
We raised an amazing $78,000 in a very tough year. Words cannot describe my gratitude.”

NW LERC REPORT by PZC Suzanne Gayda, President:

“Our NWLERC was greatly impacted by the pandemic. Mission trips dried up. We closed our doors to large
volunteer groups. Our recycling partner in Los Angeles also had to close its doors. On a positive note we
have occupancy of our new warehouse. Shelving is going up. The Operations people have been hard at
work organizing the work space and creating protocols in order to open safely. We will be ready to help the
world to see one pair of glasses at a time.”

Additional information provided by PCC John Kirry: The new LERC Building has passed inspections and has
been granted a permit to occupy by Thurston County. Grants for the building came from both LCIF and from
the Nisqually Tribe.

YOUTH EXCHANGE FOUNDATION REPORT by PDG George Robison, President:

“Due to the cancellation of Youth Exchange in MD19 resulting from Covid19 precautions, there have been
no activities on the part of the Foundation other than receiving a few donations. Recent donations were
received from several Lions Clubs and individuals, some in memory of Lion Bob Kelley who had been active
in Youth Exchange for many years in 19C through the Lacey Sunrise Lions Club. Bob had been active in
promoting YE in 19C through a contest in C-6 and as the Exchange Coordinator for Southern Hemisphere.
He is greatly missed by all.”

REPORT by PDG Steve Patterson & Patti Easterling, Chairpersons:
Steve Patterson: Being a new co-chairperson for MD19 CARE, | wanted to focus on the new Haiti project
from an awareness standpoint and see if | could increase that awareness in my own district. District G has
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been a low contributor in the past, and | wanted to change that.

GOVERNANCE COMMITTEE REPORT by PDG Chuck Waid, Chairperson:

“In this trying time of the Coronavirus we make the following recommendation regarding the elections at the

district level, emphasizing that the election be held in secret.

1. The MD19 office will inform each District Governor, via e-mail, a list of the Lions Clubs, in good standing,
in his/her district providing the maximum number of delegate(s) allowed to each of his/her clubs.

2 The District Governor will notify the Lions Clubs in his/her district their authorized number of delegate(s)
via-email.

3. The District Governor will send the number of ballots that each club is authorized to the club secretary,
including where to send the completed ballots. Only Lions Club in good standing will be sent ballots.

4 The delegate(s) in each club will vote his/her their ballot, in secret, and place the completed ballot in an
envelope, which the club election chairperson or club secretary will supply, then mail envelope to the
district election committee within seven days. The club MUST have the club name on the envelope sent
to the elections committee.

B. The District Election Committee shall determine the correct number of ballots submitted by the club and
shall tabulate the ballots and forward the results to the District Governor and the MD19 Office.

6. District By-Laws which allow Past International Directors and/or Past District Governors to vote shall be
allowed to do so when following this procedure.

7. Any club not having e-mail shall follow this procedure via regular mail.

In the case of the election of the Vice-Council Chairperson and Council Chairperson, as there is no contest
this year, we recommend the Council of Governors elect those Lions to the positions. They shall assume
office at the end of the Summer Council of Governors meeting.”
